- Offers a wellness vacation experience

- An integrated experience including spa services and health and wellness classes

4. Top Day Spa

- A stand-alone spa facility that does not offer residential overnight accommodation

- Contains facilities such as a sauna, pool, steam room, or whirlpool that guests may use in addition to their
treatment



5. Top Medi-Spa

- Offers a medical program, which uses medical treatments such as lasers, microdermabrasion, injectables, and
other medical beauty procedures

- Operates under the on-site supervision of a licensed health care professional

- Offers traditional, clinical, and alternative health practices and treatments in a spa-like setting

6. Top Sanitas
- Offers wellness through water (Sanitas per Aquam) e.g. Nordic, thermal, mineral springs
- May also offer other aspects of health and wellness services

- A Canadian spa offering the best overall experience of increased health and wellness as determined by the
consumer
